The short answer, Mike, is, “’‘No, we don't
agree that we should run the British
Marvel mags on EXACTLY the same lines
as the US mags.”” We like to feel that the
British mags should have a character of
their own, and, rightly or wrongly, we
think the majority of British fans would go

along with us on that. There’s a technical
problem, too. The British trade channels
are geared to a weekly distribution rhythm,
and switching to a monthly and bi-monthly
cycle could easily lead to ragged distribu-
tion, which, in turn, would mean that
many Marvelites would be exposed to the
risk of missing their coveted copies.

Dear All,

Planet of the Apes is the best British comic
out. I haven’t missed an issue yet and don’t
intend to. But (alas), as many have said before
me, the covers are poor. The artwork is
excellent, with one or two exceptions. Up to
now Apeslayer is the best story, and please
could you do another story on him, but not as
Apeslayer, as Killraven.

Why did you drop the Superheroes? It was
a great comic and I hope, in the near future,
you will return it to its rightful place. One out
of five stories in Spiderman with the
Superheroes comes from Superheroes. It
doesn’t really share the comic.

‘Amazing Adventures’ (War of the World,
and Killraven, Warrior of the Worlds) Nos.
21-26 inclusive and numbers 30-33 inclusive.
